2 SAFETY

2.1 General Safety Rules

Itis
recommended by the factory that the grease level be checked by a qualified service
professional to ensure that the grease level is accurate. If grease is needed, only use
lithium grease type EP-O and fill only if the level is below the top of the gears. DO NOT
‘OVERFILL!

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7.2 Engine Maintenance

1. Cooling fins, air vents and linkages must always be kept free of dirt and debris. Always
make sure they are clean each time BEFORE you use the unit.

2. Never run this unit without the engine’s air filter properly installed. Engine failure and
additional wear may occur if the air filter is not installed properly.

3. Check air filter daily.

4. Service the air filter every 25 hours of operation. Clean the air filter daily when used in
dry, dusty or other extreme conditions. If dust is visible in the air while the machine is in
operation, the air filter should be cleaned.

7.3 Foam Element Air Cleaner
REFER TO YOUR ENGINE's OWNER’s MANUAL FOR SPECIFIC INFORMATION RELATING TO YOUR
ENGINE.

£\ NOTE: Service more often under dust conditions.

1. Remove the air cleaner cover and remove cover.

2. Remove the foam filter.

3. Wash in warm water with liquid detergent until dirt and debris is removed. Press or
squeeze the filter when cleaning...DO NOT TWIST!

8. Always replace the foam air filter element per service guidelines in the engine manual.

7.4 Spark Plug Maintenance
REFER TO YOUR ENGINE's OWNER's MANUAL FOR SPECIFIC INFORMATION RELATING TO YOUR
ENGINE.

1. The recommended spark plug for this unit is CMRSH (NGK)
2. Always check the spark plug at the beginning of each season.
3. Disconnect the spark plug cap and clean any debris or dirt from around the spark plug
area.
4. Examine the spark plug and replace if any of the following have occurred:
a. Pitted Electrodes
b. Burned Electrodes
¢ Cracked Porcelain
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d. Deposits around spark plug
5. After cleaning or replacing, reseat the spark plug and tighten securely re-attach the spark
plug wire.
6. When reinstalling the original spark plug, tightened an additional 2 turn.
7. When replacing the spark plug, adjust the spark plug gap to .024" — 0.28" and tighten an
additional 1/8” to %" turn,
a. NOTE: A loose spark plug can overheat and damage your engine. Over tightening
could damage the threads in the cylinder head.

7.5 Carburetor Maintenance
REFER TO YOUR ENGINE's OWNER's MANUAL FOR SPECIFIC INFORMATION RELATING TO YOUR
ENGINE.

Never tamper with the factory setting of the carburetor! Carburetors are set by the factory in
accordance with federal law. There are no user serviceable parts or adjustments.

7.6 Periodic Check
1. Regularly check all bolts and nuts for tightness.

7.7 Engine Oil

1. Check the oil level before starting the engine and after every five hours of operation.

2. Besure engine is cool.

3. Before removing the filer plug, clean the area around it to prevent dirt from entering the
oil fill hole.

4. The engine should be In a level position when checking the oil.

Remove the filler plug and fill the crankcase with oil.

6. Use a high-quality detergent oil — refer to your engine awner’s manual for oil
requirements.

7. Add oil as necessary to keep oil leve| as indicated. Detergent oils keep the engine cleaner
and reduce the formation of gum and varnish deposits. Nothing should be added to the
recommended oil.

8. Change the oil after the first 20 hours of operation and every 100 hours there-after or
every 6 months, whichever comes first. Always change oil while the engine is warm. Oil
may be drained through the il drain port towards the bottom of the engine. Refer to
your Engine Owner’s Manual for complete details.

7.8 Cleaning the Cooling System
1. Remove blower housing and clean regularly.

A\ NOTE: Grass or chaff may clog cooling system after prolonged service. Continued operation
with a clogged cooling system causes severe overheating and possible engine damage.
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A\ DANGER; To avoid possible serious bodily Injury, when performing any adjustments, remove
the spark plug wire and place the wire away from the plug to prevent accidental starting.

7.9 Cleaning

N\ IMPORTANT: If the engine has been running, allow it to coal for at least half 2n hour before
washing.
1. Wash the tiller, including the undersice, after use.

2. Wash the engine by hand, and be careful to prevent water or debris from entering the air
cleaner.

A\ NOTE: Do natuse a garden hose or pressure washing equipment, it can force water into the
air cleaner. Water in the air cleaner will soak the filter element and can enter the carburetor or
engine cylinder, causing damage.

3. After washing the tiller, wipe dry.

4, After the tiller is clean and dry, touch up any damaged paint and coat other areas with a
light film of oil.

5. Wipe the tines with oil or spay to prevent rusting.

8 LUBRICATION

8.1 Wheels

Lubricate wheels and wheel suppert shafts once a month or every 40 aperation hours with #30 oil
or penetrating lube. Apply oil/lube te axle and hub at back of wheel. Spin to allow ail/lube to
move into wheel and bolt.

In extremely dusty conditions, wheels may become tight because of dust in bearing area. When
this condition occurs, remove the wheels. Clean axle and wheel surfaces with solvent or emery
cloth, then cil and reassemble.

8.2 Throttle Lever Pivots
Apply a Few drops of SAE 30 oil to the throttle lever as required to maintain a free and smooth
operation of clutch.

8.3 Starting and Stopping the Engine

Before starting the engine, check the machine against the Set-Up instructions to see that it is
properly assembled. Review the safety suggestion and operating instructions for safe and proper
use of the tiller.

1. To prevent carban manoxide palsoning {also see engine safety precautions) always
move the unit outdoars to a well-ventilated area before starting.

2. Always be aware of gas vapors and exhaust fumes. Before starting the engine, make
sure it is away from open flames or sparks.

3. Make sure the air filter holes and the fuel tank area are free of debris.
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/\ WARNING

Always make sure the unit is in a stable position before pulling the starter handle. Once the
unit starts to engage, momentarily release the throttle control with your right hand. Move
bath hands to the handlebar position and use the handlebar to maintain control and stability
of the unit.

/A WARNING

When starting the unit, the starter rope can sometimes cause an unanticipated jerk back
towards the engine. Follow the instructions carefully to avoid any injuries. Always turn off the
engine after every use. Never leave it running unattended.

Newer carry or move from the location while the engine is running. Always follow the gas and
oil instructions. Wear appraoved hearing protection. Da not attempt to start when there is fuel
spillage present. Always clean up any spillage,

8.4 Pre-Start
1. Check the spark plug wire for proper cannection to the spark plug.
2. Fill the fuel tank with clean, fresh, regular gasoline from a sealed container.
3. Check the oil for proper level.
4. Make certain throttle cable is in disengaged position.

8.5 Cold Engine Starting Instructions
Starting the engine for the first time or after running out of fuel or if the engine has cooled off:

5. Move choke lever to the CLOSE position.

6. Use the primer bulb to prime the unit until the primer hose and bulb are full of gas.

a. NOTE: When using the primer bulb, allow the primer bulb to completely return to
its original positicn after each pump

7. Push the rocker switch to the ON position.

8. Grasp the starter rope with your left hand and pull out slowly until the tension becomes
slightly harder. Without letting the rope retract, pull the starter rope with a rapid,
forearm stroke, Allow the rope to return to its original position. Repeat this step until the
engine starts and allow the rope to return to its original position.

a. NOTE: If the engine fails to start after 5 to 6 pulls, stop pulling, press the primer
bulb 1 time and repeat the process,

9. Once the engine has started and has stayed running, move the choke lever to the HALF-
CHOKE position unit the engine runs smoothly.

a. NOTE: HALF-CHOKE position is defined as being half way between CLOSED and
OPEN
10. Once the engine Is running smoothly, move the lever to the RUN position.
11. To STOP the engine, move the rocker switch to the OFF position.

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9.3 Adjusting Wheels
The wheels on the mini cultivator can be adjusted into three height
positions. See Figure 4.

1. To adjust the wheels, pull the locking pin out of the rear wheels
mount hold.

2. Putthe rear mounted wheels into desired haole height then replace
the locking pin.

9.4 Adjusting Drag Stake
The drag stake on the mini cultivator can be adjusted easily.

1. The drag stake helps the resistance of forward motion of the tiller, this allows the tiller te
dig deeper into soil.

2. The lower the drag stake is set the lower it will work in the soil. In compact or harder soil
the drag stake should be set lower. In soft soil, set the drag stake higher. You may prefer
to remove the drag stake in soft soil or when cultivating as it may not be necessary for the
sail condition.

3. Toadjust pull out detent pin, ajdust to desired height and reinsert detent pin.
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9.5 Transporting your Unit

e After using your mini cultivater, always allow the unit to cool off before transporting. Never
transport the unit in an enclosed space within a vehicle as fumes and vapors maybe build up.
They could ignite and cause serious injury or even death.

e |f fuelis present in the fuel tank, always transport in an open vehicle and in an upright
position.

# Ifan enclosed vehicle must be used, be sure that the fuel tank is empty and any unused gas is
secured in a UL or ASTM approved container.

« Never siphon out gas by mouth.

« Run engine to use up any small amount of remaining fuel left in carburetor and fuel tank.

= Always run the engine in a well-ventilated area.

= Clean up any spillage around the fuel tank and allow to dry and evaporate.

= Make sure the unit's gas cap is secured tightly before transporting.

10 STORAGE

10.1 Long Term Storage
If you will nat be using your mini cultivator for more than 30 days, you need to prepare it for long
term storage. Please see your Engine Owner’s Manual for storage information relating to engine.

1. Make sure all the fuel is removed from the gas tank.

3. Runthe engine to ensure any remaining fuel in the carburetor and tank zre used up. The
engine should be completely drained of fuel to prevent deposits from forming on
essential carburetor parts, fuel filter, fuel lines and tank. Remove spark plug wire,

4. Before storing, wash down the unit to remove all dirt and debris from the body of the
unit.

5. Store the cultivator In a stable position.

10.2 Short Term Storage

If you will be using your mini cultivator within 30 days, you need to prepare it for short term
starage.

1. If used within 30 days, no fuel stabilizer is needed.
2. Remove spark plug wire, clean unit and inspect for any repairs or service needed.
